MINUTES of THE COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 7TH JANUARY 2019

MINUTES of PREVIOUS MEETING:  The minutes of the committee meeting held on Monday 12th November 2018 were agreed as a true record.
MATTERS ARISING:  There had been very good reports on the visit Rimbach in both the Village Voice and the Colwich Parish Newsletter.  
FINANCIAL STATEMENT: Denis reported that we have a balance in the Current Account of £2378.21, £297.84 in the Savings Account, and approx £50 in cash.  The Bacon Butty Morning had been very successful and had raised £205.  The Great Haywood Memorial Hall had very kindly waived their hire charge.  Thanks were expressed to everyone who had both helped at and supported this event.
NEW YEAR MEAL AT THE GREYHOUND BURSTON – FRIDAY 11TH JANUARY 2019:  The arrangements for the forthcoming meal were discussed.  45 people have booked  (including members of the youth group and both Stafford and Rugeley Lions), and the majority of menu choices and payments have been received.   
2019 VISIT FROM RIMBACH:  Annette had received an e-mail from Norman Leigh following the PARI meeting, advising that they would prefer to visit the Haywoods in the summer – Monday 29th July to Saturday 3rd August.  The main reason for deciding on this date is so that all groups could travel together by bus on those dates.  They are talking of bringing a party of around 45, based on including 10 young people and 6 Lions. 

All the committee agreed with the suggested dates.  Although the Youth leaders were not able to attend the meeting, Vicky has assured us that the dates are good for her, and that she is already in contact with Clara about their proposed programme.
